Declarations of Interest

Co-option to fill vacancy at the Cwmdu Ward

Mrs Sylvia O’Brien was unanimously elected to fill the vacancy on the Cwmdu Ward of the Cwmdu and District Community Council by co-option.
Minutes of the meetings held at the Cwmdu Village Hall on 3 May 2018 were confirmed and signed.

Cllr Mrs S O’Brien attended the meeting and was welcomed to the Council, She signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office and the Clerk gave her a welcome pack of relevant information about the role of the Community Councillors. The Clerk is to inform the Deputy Returning Officer of the co-option.
Matters Arising
Annual Meeting
1.The Council’s Annual Return for the Financial Year ending on 31st March 2018 which had been approved and signed by the Chairman was to be checked by the Internal Auditor at her visit on 31st May 2018.
Monthly Meeting
1. The Five Councils Liaison Meeting. The Cwmdu & District Community Council is to host the next liaison meeting on Thursday 19th July 2018 in the Bwlch Village Hall at 1900hrs. The Clerk is to ask for agenda items from the other Councils by 5th July 2018 so that the agenda can be finalised at the July Meeting. Refreshments were to be arranged as well.
2. Agenda item from Five Councils Meeting – Hazards of Llangynidr Bridge. A joint meeting on the bridge with the Highways Department was to be arranged by the Llangynidr Clerk. 
3.Suggestions for the agenda will be required. A new energy scheme was discussed in Llangattock on 17 January 2018 – the presentation by Llangattock Green Valleys could be booked for the meeting in Bwlch. PCSO Billy Dunne to be invited  – speedwatch etc. GDPR problems. New electronic system of dealing with planning applications. CCllr Mrs K Silk – Independent Review Panel – an update. One Voice Wales speaker tbc. Councillors requested to inform the Clerk with possible agenda items.
Highways / Playgrounds

Playgrounds. Cllr Mrs R Lewis had looked at suitable items of equipment and a meeting needed to be arranged with the Outdoor Recreation Officer and the representative from HAGS – the company supplying the playground equipment. The Clerk wrote to Mrs R Lewis, who had resigned from the Council, for an update and received an email reply. The Clerk is to arrange the meeting with HAGS, Mrs R Lewis and the Outdoor Recreation Officer from PCC to move this on so that we do not lose the section 106 grant money.
Cllr FJ Morgan had raised the problems of the speed that vehicles came into Bwlch from Brecon and from Crickhowell. The Clerk wrote to the Trunk Road Agency to investigate the possibility of improving the signage at the entrance to Bwlch. He asked if there could be a 40mph sign at the warning distance before the 30mph speed limit sign that could help to slow drivers down at the approach to Bwlch. The Clerk had a reply from the North and Mid Wales Trunk Road Agent, which he read out to the Council.
The Clerk had had a query from a Tretower Resident about the footpath between Tretower and the Gaer which is blocked and the culvert needs unblocking to allow the water to flow under the road. It has been reported to the National Park who is sending a warden to deal with it.

Cllr RDH Jackson reported that the priority sign by the pinch point at the entrance to Bwlch on the Llangorse road was completely covered up by hedges. The Clerk was to write to the Highways Department to report this.

The Council was consulted as one of the Appeal Grounds is Ground A (Deemed Planning Application). The Clerk read out the letter sent to the Planning Inspectorate, Crown Buildings, Cathays Park, Cardiff on 23/04/2018 with the Council’s comments. A letter from the Planning Inspectorate thanked the Council for it’s representations and informed the Council that all representations could be found online and any further comments from the Council should be sent in by 16/15/2018. The Council sent no further comments.

Community  Playing Fields and Allotment Society including the CSEG
The Allotment Rent has been paid and banked.

Letter David Pritchard concerning campsite access to playing fields. The Clerk met Martyn Farr and discussed the access with him. There was a lengthy discussion about this and several concerns were raised by the Councillors including Insurance and Public Liability, Unrestricted access to individuals from outside the Community Council area, shared cost of the grass cutting and worries that the playing fields could become an annex to the Campsite.
It was proposed that the existing arrangements concerning the playing fields was to be maintained.

Proposed by Cllr J Williams and Seconded by Cllr RDH Jackson. 

Four Councillors voted for the proposal and there were two abstentions. The proposal was carried. 

Lucy Corbett from the Art School asked for permission to park cars on the playing fields on Sat 2nd June 2018. This was allowed and a thank you email was received.
Cllr Mrs HG Sweeting asked when the roof to the outdoor classroom was going to be repaired. The Clerk was to find out. Cllr Mrs HG Sweeting informed the Council that all allotments were full, the water supply was sorted and the Allotment Society was going to have a stall at the Cwmdu Show.

Bwlch War Memorial
There are no new developments to report to the Council. The Clerk is to ask for the latest news from the contractor and CADW  from Mr T Sinnett.
General Data Protection Regulation
The GDPR toolkit provides a number of practical tools to assist councils with GDPR compliance, in the form of an Action Plan Checklist and a data audit questionnaire, in addition to templates for privacy notices and consent forms. The Councillors agreed that there was a great deal of work to do and the Clerk was authorised to seek outside help in carrying out this work.
The Clerk received specimen privacy notices from the Llangattock Clerk and adapted them for use by the Cwmdu and District Community Council.

Council Vacancy Notice for Co-option
The Clerk informed the Deputy Returning Officer of the recent resignations from the Council and posted notices of the vacancies in the village Notice Boards. A letter from the Deputy Returning Officer dated 25th May 2018 stated that no applications for elections had been received and the Community Council was authorised to go ahead and co-opt individuals to fill the vacancies.
The Clerk was to post co-option notices in the village notice boards. He was also to write and thank the ones who had resigned for their service on the Council.
The Council now has three vacancies with permission from PCC to co-opt to fill the vacancies. It is getting urgent to find applicants to fill these vacancies especially in Cwmdu and Tretower as there is now only one Councillor in each of these two wards.
