Speed Watch

PCSO 8058 Billy Dunne was invited to the Council meeting to brief the Councillors on the Police Initiative – “Speed Watch.” He gave the Councillors a presentation about “Community Speed Watch” and explained how members of the community could take part in addressing the concern of vehicles travelling too fast on the roads in the Council area. 
Volunteers from the community would be required to set up in groups of six. They would be assisted by the Neighbourhood Policing Team and given the appropriate training and equipment to carry out road side monitoring of the speed of vehicles using speed detection devices. 
The Clerk was to publish a notice to publicise the scheme and post the notices in the village notice boards as well as sending copies to the village hall committees and other community groups. Cllrs Mrs HG Sweeting, Mrs JE Block, Mrs K West and AA Harries stated that they would help to encourage volunteers for their villages.
